A detailed explanation of the three priority bills
follows:

PRIORITY # 1(with 120 points): OIL Bill 11-
01 A bill for an act relating to reimbursement
under the medical assistance home and community
based services waiver for the elderly.
Enacted: ayes 38, nays O
This bill requires the reimbursement for providers

of services under a medical assistance home and

community based services waiver for the elderljpeo
recalculated annually on July 1. The annual irdiati
factor applied is to be determined based on thiéedki
nursing facility market basket services of the Badit
States Department of Health and Human Services.
It is believed that the costs of the annual
recalculation will be offset by the savings realiey

seniors utilizing home and community based services

instead of going to nursing homes.

PRIORITY #2 (with 74 points): OIL Bill 11-29
A bill for an act related to funding for the lowa
Department on Aging and the lowa Area Agencies
on Aging in lowa to provide critical support and
advocacy for at risk and frail elders in lowa.

Enacted: ayes 32, nays 2

The lowa Department on Aging, in partnership
with the lowa Area Agencies on Aging, served 70,663
seniors in FY 10. The number of seniors servedén t
future is expected to grow as the older adult pajor
in lowa continues to grow faster than any other age
group in lowa.

This bill asks for adequate funding to provide case
management, chore services, material aid, emergent
response, evidence-based health promotion program
transportation, home delivered meals, personal, car
and adult day care to help older adults avoid
institutionalization by remaining in their home.

This bill asks the legislature to appropriate
$19.928 million to restore funding to the lowa
department on Aging and the lowa Area Agencies ofr
aging to FY11 levels and to begin to address theain
needs of seniors identified in the lowa Departnant
Aging Unmet Needs Report compiled from data
submitted by the Case Management Program for Fra
Elders. It would also provide funding for two new
services under development — Elder Abuse
Intervention and Long Term Care Options Counseling
The appropriation would also support the develogmen
of a sate wide system of Aging and Disability
Resource Centers (ADRC). Lastly, it would fund
expenditures needed to reduce the number of AAAs i
lowa per HF 45.

The specific funding requested in this bill is:

lowa Department on Aging - $3.3
million.

Area Agencies on Aging - $9.6 million.

Unmet Service Needs - $2.3 million.

Statewide Aging and Disability
Resource Center system - $1.5 million.

Elder Abuse Intervention - $2.5 million.

Long Term Care Options Counseling -
$500,000.

Reduction of Area Agencies on Aging -
$250,000.

PRIORITY #3 (with 67 points): OIL Bill 11-17
A bill for an act for the General Assembly to make
changes in the lowa Administrative Code and the
lowa Code that will help insure quality care and to
provide adequate resources to the Department of
Inspections and Appeals.

Enacted: ayes 36, nays O

This bill seeks to make changes in the lowa Codk
and the lowa Administrative Code to help ensuré tha
the resident in the assisted living facilities afwh
receive quality care and it designates the purptmes
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which the appropriation of $650,000 is to be wtitiz
These funds would allow the lowa department of
Inspection and Appeals to re-establish 10 long-term
care inspectors, three inspectors for residentsk c
facilities and one attorney staff position. It islibved
that increasing the number of inspectors will h&p
insure quality care.
The funds have already been appropriated, but are
set to be used for purposes other than originally
specified.

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HF-45, SECTON 20-
DEPARTMENT ON AGING:
WHAT IS IT AND WHAT DOES
IT MEAN?

During the 2011 Session, the Legislature passed
HF45 requiring the Department on Aging to reduce th
number of AAA’'s across the state. The bhill,
subsequently signed by Governor Branstad, mandates
that the Department submit a plan to the legistativ
committees byDecember 15, 2011. The plan will go
into effect July 1, 2012.

Currently, there are 13 AAA’s throughout lowa.
IDA held Community Conversations in each AAA
planning and service area (PSA), throughout thie st3
to receive input on HF-45 as well as to hear oepth
challenges aging lowans are facing in their respect
areas.

On August 18, Director Donna Harvey from
IDA, submitted a proposal to the lowa Commission o
Aging, recommending approval of a map showing th
voluntary collaboration of 12 of 13 AAA’s, merging
into 5 new AAA’s (reference maps below).

Each Executive Director of the current AAA’s
will be writing a Request for Proposal (RFP) depigt
and designing a PLAN for services in the new areas.

This is the Area Agency on Aging map that was
approved by the lowa Commission on Aging at
their regular meeting August 16, 2011.

At this time, each new AAA will maintain
services currently being provided by the existing
AAA’s. This will also open up the possibility of
expanding or adding new services. Although bounda
lines will change, andAAA’'s may experience name
changes when mergingur #1 priority continues to
be that of serving aging lowans to the best of our

y

abilities in order that they maintain a quality of life
at home as long as possible.

This reorganization is expected to take 2-5 year:
for full implementation. There are several thirigs
each AAA to consider, such as: staff health cowerag
retirement benefits, salary ranges, computel
communications, merging Board of Directors,
Advisory Councils and Foundations, staff coverage
and most importantly, maintaining programming and
services for seniors.

As AAA's move forward through this
reorganization process, we ask for your support an
patience.
